Class Descriptions
Cut
Aveda Men: Design Tech

Hair Styling Classes: Sectioning clips, flat/Denman brush, 
round brushes, combs, flat iron, blowdryer with nozzle 
and diffuser, curling irons (in various sizes), pencil, notebook.

Makeup Classes: Makeup brushes, tweezers, pencil, 
notebook.
